ADVANCE SESSION #4 UNWRAPPING THE MYSTIQUE:  NO ONE ADVANCES WITHOUT ACCOUNTABILITY
Thursday morning
TEXT:  Luke 16:2  “So he called him and said to him, ‘What is this I hear about you?  Give an account of your stewardship, for you can no longer be steward.”  
Romans 14:12  “So then each of us shall give account of himself to God.” 
Heb 13:17 Obey those who rule over you, and be submissive, for they watch out for your souls, as those who must give account. Let them do so with joy, and not with grief, for that would be unprofitable for you.”
First I would like to say there is no way that any one in leadership needs another responsibility if we are seen as “lording it” over you.  However, I am sure that all of us including myself need to be held to certain levels of accountability regarding my ministry and personal life.  
So I would like to propose to all of us that we begin a new level of accountability.  I am not going to assume that we are having any accountability.  I am going to state the obvious that most of our Open Bible Churches to not account for their churches ministry to the organization.
Let me ask you to whom (in the flesh) should pastors and churches be accountable to?
What specific things should we give account about?  For the Pastors?  For the churches?
Let’s talk about our churches.  If your church has no written objectives it will be hard to become accountable for some ambiguous thing.  What before and with God have you determined as priorities for your church.  If they are written you can give an account much more precisely and clearly.  For instance as pastors how was you sermon prep time?  How are your personal finances?  How is your private thought life?  Is there a specific area of temptation that you have trouble keeping the thought into obedience to Christ Jesus?  How about the development of leaders in your church?  How are your churches finances?  What is the attendance of your church?  How is the churches prayer life corporately? When have you planned prayer?  What specific ways is your church helping its people to evangelize?  How are you developing the basics in the life of your churches leaders?  How has you church done in building disciples?  What is your plan and who is holding you accountable for it?
